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Borrowing its title from the French national motto, Liberty, Equal-
ity, and Fraternity provides a vibrant picture of design in France
from the 1940s to today. It investigates how objects embody the
ideas that have defined French public life for more than two centu-
ries. Featured are furniture, industrial design, and craft by some of
the most celebrated French designers of the present and recent past,
including Roger Tallon, Pierre Paulin, Philippe Starck, and the
Bouroullec Brothers.

The book and exhibition are a collaboration between The Wolfson-
lan’s Marianne Lamonaca, and France-based design professionals
matali crasset, M/M (Paris) (Michael Amzalag and Mathias Au-
gustyniak), and Alexandra Midal. Together they have shaped a
unique presentation of French design objects from the collection of
the Centre national des arts plastiques in Paris.
